Having completed 5 years expe-
rience in the Offshore Oil and Gas
industry, Mike moved on and estab-
lished North Sea Cables a stockist
and distributor of cables for the off-
shore oil and gas industry. The com-
pany in a very short time became
the leading cable distributor for off-
shore Cables and associated prod-
ucts in Europe. During the next 10
years subsidiary companies and
bases were established in Norway
Holland and England.

Having established NSC in Eu-
rope, Mike's vision was to take the
company global and with investment
from aVC, North Sea Cables became
Noskab and Mike set about organi-
cally establishing companies and
bases acrosd\sia, Australia and the
Middle East. The final piece of the
jigsaw was to establish a presence
in America. A decision which re-
sulted in acquiring an established
distributor in Houston, Texas.

In 2002 due to a combination of

two major projects in the USA going
into chapter 11 and difficult trading
conditions in America, Mike lost con-
trol to the VC and as a direct result
Mike exited. Six months later and
with no direction and leadership
NOSKAB wentinto receivership. The
Knox family lost a substantial sum
due entirelytothe VC. Lesson learnt .

The following year, 2003 Mike
and his son established Caspian In-
ternational Cables, now Interna-
tional Cable Management, a 100%
family owned business. The com-
panies’ head office is in Aberdeen
with offices in London and Dubai.
The company has two divisions,
projects and distribution. P rojects
which focus on major Greenfield
and Brownfield projects across the
energy sector including Oil & Gas
and Power & Renewables. The Dis-
tribution division services both UK
and export clients day to day re-
guirements across various industry
sectors including OGP and P&R.

Under the contract, LS Cable
will set up the network for broad-
casting, Internet and fixed-line and
mobile telecom services in several
key Iraqi cities by mid-2012, LS said
in a filing with the K orea Exchange.

TELE-FONIKA Kable
places 16th
among production
companies in P oland

According to the June edition
of economic magazine “Home &
Market”, TELE-FONIKKable, with
its revenues amounting to PLN
4.346 billion in 2008 (approx. EUR
1.2 billion), placed 16 " in a rank-
ing of the 400 largest P olish pro-
duction companies. The company
is also the largest company within
the electro-technical industry in
Poland.

Any such combination would be
in the interest of all stakeholders,
including the shareholders of both
companies, and is likely to be
largely based on their respective
market capitalisations.

J-Power Sys-
tems will provide 75
percent of the new
company'’s capital of
around 1.5 billion
yen, with the re-

mainder from
Marubeni Metals
Corp, a wholly
owned unit of
Marubeni.

The factory is ex-
pected to go on-
stream in January

The company claims that the system offers ben-
efits over conventional optical fibre cabling ap-
proaches, including the fast and reliable installation
of multiple fibre links and smaller-diameter cables
that save space in pathways and racks.
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Nexans’ low-voltage cables power the new
BioWanze bio-ethanol plant in Belgium

Nexans has completed a contract
worth approximately 1 million euros
to supply low-voltage power cables
for the BioWanze project—a new
plant producing bioethanol from

wheat and sugar beet. The plant,
located in Wanze near Huy sur Meuse
(Belgium), represents an investment
of 250 million euros for the
Sudzucker Group, Europes leading
sugar producer. It will produce half
of the annual bio-ethanol volume for
the Belgian market, or 125,000 cu-
bic meters per annum during the
next six years. Nexans entered a
frame agreement with Siemens NV/
SA, the contractor in charge of
project engineering and manage-
ment, for the supply of approxi-
mately 350 kilometers of low-volt-
age (LV) power cables in only five
months, with over one hundred dif-
ferent product references. The ca-
bles were manufactured by Nexans
production facilities in Belgium, lo-

cated in Dour and Buizingen.

France Telecom doubles capacity on Sea-Me-W e4 and TAT14

France Telecom has revealed
major upgrades to two interna-
tional consortium cable systems
Sea-Me-W4 and the trans-Atlan-
tic TAT14 as part of a corporate
update for this month.

As a member of the two
consortiums that operate the ca-
bles, France Telecom has in-
creased its capacity on the two
systems as a result.

With the latest Sea-Me-We4
upgrade, France Telecom more

than doubles the capacity it owns
on the system.

One the trans-Atlantic route,
the first upgrade to the TAT14 ca-
ble will give France Telecom twice
the previous capacity .

TheTAT14 cable stretches 15,000
km linking five European countries:
Germany (Norden), the UK
(Widemouth), Denmark (Blaabjerg),
France (Saint-Valéry-en-Caux) and
the Netherlands (Katwijk) to the
United States (Manasquan and

Tuckerton, New Jersey). TAT14 was
placed into commercial service in
2001 by an international consortium
comprising more than 50 telecom-
munications carriers with a design
capacity of TAT14 is 3.2 Thit/s, ena-
bling the possibility for additional
upgrades, of which a second is al-
ready being planned, according to
France Telecom.

According to the operator, two
new systems coming online in the
next two years will further boost
its international capacity .

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Kenya to be linked to 3rd
undersea telecommunications cable

An undersea telecommunica-
tions cable linking Kenya with 21
nations is expected to be opera-
tional by next July, said Chris
Wood, chief executive officer of
the West Indian Ocean Cable Co.

The US$260 million EastAfrica
Submarine Cable System will be
the third fiber-optic cable connect-
ing the East African country to the
outside world. The link, with the
capacity to carry 1.4 terabytes of
data per second, may slash prices
by as much as 80 percent and make
connection speeds as much as five
times faster, Wood said in an in-
terview on July 3 in Nairobi, the
capital.

Kenya currently has 3 million
Internet users out of a total popula-
tion of 37.9 million people, accord-
ing to the Web site of Internet W orld
Stats. The penetration rate of 7.9
percent compares with 5.6 percent
for the whole of Africa, it said.

The East African cable, known
as EASSwill first be installed in
Mozambique, followed by the con-

struction of landing stations at
ports in Kenya and neighbouring
Sudan, Wbod said.

Paris-based Alcatel-Lucent and
Tyco Telecommunication have the
contracts to manufacture and lay
the 10,800-kilometer (6,712-mile)
cable under the sea. The link will
stretch from South Africa north to
Sudan, including nations such as
Namibia, Lesotho, Ethiopia, Zam-
bia and Burundi, to Europe, he said.

Taipower launches domestic
tender for 345KV power cable

Taipower has launched a tender
for the supply of around NT$300 mil-
lion worth of 345KV super high volt-
age cable to, for the first time ever
domestic suppliers, with Hua Eng
Wire & Cable Co. and Ta Ya Electric
Wire and Cable Co. joining the bid
for the project.

Taipower used to open the ten-
der to foreign suppliers, but the com-
pany has decided to allow only do-
mestic suppliers to join the bid after
both Hua Eng and Ta Ya won techni-
cal evaluation approval and produc-
tion certification from the state-run
power concern last year.

However, as the bidding prices

offered yesterday afternoon by the
two firms failed to fall within the floor
price range set by Taipower, further
negotiations are needed to determine
which of them will win the project.

Both firms hoped Taipower not
reduce the power cable prices, given
the ever-rising copper prices in in-
ternational markets. The price stood
at US$4,805 per metric ton on Tues-
day and surged to US$4,880 on
Wednesday

The 345KV super high voltage ca-
ble is now the highest power trans-
mission cable available in Taiwan and
is suitable for underground power
transmission.
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ADBIC and Midal Cables sign joint
venture agreement to establish
US$100 million aluminium plant

ADBIC and Midal Cables have
announced the establishment of a
US$100 million aluminium rod and
conductor plant during the signing
of their joint venture agreement.
The signing serves to reinforce the
strategic partnership formed by
the companies last year. The joint
venture agreement was signed by
Jamal Al Dhaheri, Senior Vice Presi-
dent for Metals at ADBIC, and
Hamid Al Zayani, Managing Direc-
tor of Midal Cables.

Construction of the aluminium
plant will begin in the first quar-
ter of 2010 at Khalifa P ort and In-
dustrial Zone in Taweelah. The
state-of-the-art plant will produce
150,000 tons per annum of alu-
minium products, including alu-
minium rod and aluminium electri-
cal overhead conductors, to serve
as feedstock to further Abu Dhabi’s

downstream industries and to be
exported internationally .

The establishment of the alu-
minium plant is the first step to-
wards the development of ADBICS
upcoming metals cluster, which will
play a fundamental role in expand-
ing Abu Dhabi’s downstream manu-
facturing capacity in the metals sec-
tor. Strategically located between
Abu Dhabi and Dubai, the cluster will
focus on base metals such as alu-
minium, steel and copper .

ADBIC and Midal Cables also
today announced the signing of a
Memorandum of Understanding
(MoU) with EMAL aimed at sourcing
molten aluminium, the plant’ s
main feedstock, from their new
smelter. By the second quarter of
2011, ADBICs plant will be ready
to receive its first batch of molten
aluminium from EMAL.

JDR awarded Wave Hub project

JDR has been awarded a con-
tract for the supply of subsea
power cables for the UK’ s ground-
breaking Wave Hub project by the
South West RDA(Regional Develop-
ment Agency).

Wave Hub is a major marine
renewables infrastructure project
that will create an electrical
‘socket’ on the seabed in some 50
metres of water around 10 miles
off the coast of Cornwall in South
West England and connected to the
National Grid via a subsea cable.
Wave Hub will have an initial maxi-
mum capacity of 20MW (enough
electricity to power approximately
7,000 homes) but has been de-
signed with the potential to scale
up to 50MW in the future.

The scope awarded to JDR in-

cludes 25km of 33kV three-phase
power cables which will provide
the essential link between the
Wave Hub and the onshore control
room. The Wave Energy Convertors
are connected back to the W ave
Hub by four additional 300m three-
phase power cables and dry mate
connector sets. All cables include
fibre optics and will be subject to
rigorous integration testing. JDR
will also supply the ‘W ave Hub’
assembly consisting of subsea ter-
minations and a complete subsea
protection structure. The package
of equipment will be delivered in
the second quarter of 2010 from
JDR’s new deepwater quayside fa-
cility at Hartlepool Dock. The first
wave energy devices are expected
to be deployed in 2011.

Prysmian has been awarded -
through its Dutch subsidiary - three
new contracts for the upgrade and
development of Extra High V oltage
power transmission systems in The
Netherlands and Germany. The
projects’ value amounts to total
€20.3 million.

The first contract has been
signed with the Dutch state-owned
power transmission system opera-
tor, TenneT. It consists in the up-
grading of an existing 380 kV ca-
ble interconnection, which runs
across two canals in the outskirts
of Rotterdam. The “Nieuwe
Waterweg” (“New W aterway”) ca-
nal, in particular , is vital to the
economy of the region, as it is the

primary access from the North Sea
to the port of R otterdam. The new
project, that follows the one engi-
neered and installed in 2005, re-
quires higher single phase short cir-
cuit current and can meet higher
power demand. It entails 13.2 kilo-
metres of underground HV cables
with separate optical fibres for
temperature monitoring. Essential
to Prysmian’s success has been the
ability to deliver a turn-key serv-
ice that will cover the whole spec-
trum of needed activities. In fact,
the Group will provide project
management, supervision and en-
gineering, all civil works, cleaning
and checking pipes.

Prysmian will also be engaged in
excavating, pulling and laying ca-
bles, delivering cables and acces-
sories, adapting, revision and
change of the existing water circu-
lation system, jointing, testing all
systems and maintenance. Comple-
tion is scheduled by the end of 2009.
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The second project, assigned by
the Dutch power company Eneco and
the Danish leading energy company
DONG Energy will consist of 36.9
kilometres of a 380 kV cable system
for the connection between the
Dutch grid and a new gas-fired power
plant to be constructed soon in R ot-
terdam. The project is expected to
be completed in May 2010.

The third project will be in-
stalled in Germany, and has been
entrusted by Dutch energy com-
pany NUON. It comprises a connec-
tion between the grid and the new
gas-fired power plant the client is
about to construct outside the city
of Frankfurt. The connection will
be 8.4 kilometres long and will
employ a 380 kV cable system. This
project, to be completed by Octo-
ber 2010, requires a special design
in order to reduce the Electro Mag-
netic Field (EMF) values and there-
fore to improve efficiency and
safety of the product.

Houston Wire &

drilling rig and
marine cable

Houston Wire & Cable Com-
pany has announced that it has
Type Pdrilling rig and marine ca-
ble in stock and ready for im-
mediate shipment.

Type P cables are specifically
designed for installation and use
in marine environments includ-
ing: offshore drilling rigs, ma-
rine vessels, and fixed/floating
offshore and onshore facilities
where harsh marine environ-
ments exist.

The signing ceremony for the joint venture agree-
ment between Brooketon Sdn Bhd, Telekom Brunei
Berhad and DST International (B) Sdn Bhd was held at
DST Headquarters in Jerudong.

Haji Mahmud bin Haji Daud, Permanent Secretary
at the Ministry of Communications, in his speech said,
“Today’s signing of the joint venture agreement is an-
other important milestone towards the efficient run-
ning of an international submarine cable connecting
SoutheastAsia to the United States of America known

as the ‘Asia America Gateway’ (AAG).

The new cable willimprove e-commerce traffic and
thus provide significant support for Brunei Darussalam’ s
efforts towards promoting e-government initiatives.

The cable is located from Singapore, Malaysia, Thai-

land, Brunei Darussalam, ilethnam, Hong Kong, the Phil-
ippines, Guam, Hawaii and the United States of

America.

Cyprus and Syria building new submarine link

Cyprus Telecommunications
Authority and Syrian Telecommu-
nication Establishment have
signed an agreement to build an
alternative Cyprus-Syria high
speed submarine cable under the
provisional name ‘Alasiya’. Afea-
sibility study for the building of
the new cable is to be completed
within three months, whilst the

two telcos also came to agree-
ments on a strategy for providing
capacity to Europe as well as a
framework for international te-
lephony termination rates be-
tween their two networks.

In December 2008
CommsUpdate reported that Cyta
and STE had agreed to initiate fea-
sibility studies for establishing a

second undersea fibre-optic link
between their countries, alongside
an agreement to increase internet
capacity by upgrading the existing
UGARIT submarine cable link be-
tween Tartous in Syria and
Pentaskhinos in Cyprus. The 239km
UGARIT cable launched operations
in 1995, and its design transmission
capacity is limited to 622Mbps.

Afghanistan fibre optic cable network
connects to Uzbekistan

The Afghan fibre optic net-
work has been connected to
Uzbekistan’s telecommunica-
tion network and officially in-
augurated by Uzbek and Afghan
telecommunications officials,
Afghan Arzu TV reported.

The Afghan telecommunica-
tion network is also planned to
be connected to Iran and Paki-
stan in the near future.

The authorities of the Com-
munications and Information

Technology Ministry of Afghani-
stan signed an agreement with
Uzbekistan to launch the
project via Sher Khan, the river
port serving the northern
Konduz Province.

Work on the Afghani fibre op-
tic network started two years ago.

The MoCIT said the fibre op-
tic network would connect all
the country’ s provinces, dis-
tricts and even villages to each
other.

The project is estimated to
cost US$70 million for the com-
pletion of work on the entire
network. The fibre optic net-
work project between
Uzbekistan and Afghanistan was
supposed to be complete within
20 months but because of the
deteriorating security situation
work on the project was af-
fected. It is planned that work
will complete by the end of
2009.
